the more rare species of Eastern Washington. vnkk Hinchliff's atlas detailed extremely
specific species records for more than forty déferspecies occurrences on the mountain, it was
based on observations that had scarcely been wpsiatee our local conservation hero, Tom
Rogers, was netting and collecting butterfly spetimin the 1960’s and 1970’s.
